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It is the policy of Summit Public Schools Washington (“Summit”) to comply with
Title IX of the Education Amendment of 1972 and its regulations, which prohibit unlawful
discrimination on the basis of sex.

No Summit student or employee shall be
excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subject to harassment or
other discrimination in any academic, extracurricular, research, occupational training, or
other program or activity on the basis of actual or perceived sex, sexual orientation,
gender, or gender identity or expression.

Title 1X of the Education Amendments of 1972 is one of several federal and state
anti-discrimination laws that ensure equality in education. Title IX prohibits
discrimination on the basis of sex, including on the basis of gender identity and sexual
orientation. The jurisdiction of Title IX includes allegations of individuals being harassed,
disciplined in a discriminatory manner, excluded from, denied equal access to, or
subjected to sex stereotyping in academic or extracurricular opportunities and other
education programs or activities, denied the benefits of such programs or activities, or
otherwise treated differently on the basis of sex, including on the basis of gender
identity and sexual orientation.

Students have the right to fair and equitable treatment and shall not be
discriminated against based on sex.

Complaint Process

Students or parents/guardians should report their verbal or written Title IX
complaint to the school Compliance Officer or Title IX/Bullying Complaint Manager
within six months from the date the alleged incident occurred or first obtained
knowledge unless the time for filing is extended by the Chief of Schools or the designee
thereof, upon written request by the complainant setting forth the reasons for the

request.

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The period for filing may be extended by the Chief of Schools or designee thereof
for good cause for a period not to exceed ninety (90) days following the expiration of the
six-month time period. The Chief of Schools or designee thereof shall respond
immediately upon a receipt of a request for extension. Such extension, if any, by the
Chief of Schools or designee thereof shall be made in writing. Complainants have a
right to a timely and informal resolution at the school site.

The complainant may file a written Uniform Complaint Procedures (UCP)
complaint directly with Summit Public Schools’ Home Office. This will begin the
investigation process which must be completed within 60 days.
